However due
to the lack of Club member participation when it comes to work days, the question brought before the
members at the meeting was; "Do we really want to adopt 2 more trails, when there are only a few
dedicated members to go out and do the work that needs to done?” Shane Fisher suggested that we
contact USFS and adopt them for 1 year. IF it seems to be too much for just a few members to keep up
with on maintenance, we will not renew our adoption agreement with USFS after that year. We will also



try to work with the USFS and state that the main campground off of County Rd 14 aka Fourmile Gulch,
would be the responsibility of the USFS to clean up and maintain.

Leaf Run

We discussed doing a fall leaf run again this year. This would be an easy trail, located in a heavy Aspen

tree area. The dates will be based on peak color times. Sunday would be a day preferable for the run as
some members have to work on Saturday. Possible dates would be September 19" or September 26™.

October 3™ conflicts with the Moab trip and October 10" may be past the peak viewing time. Many of

these dates are during archery, muzzleloader and rifle hunting seasons, so we need to be careful while

on the trails.
